That was the story from Tamworth as Tigers
returned to the winners’ enclosure with a well-earned 80-64 success over Aylesford Hawks

The presence of Jason Wiggan makes such a difference to the Tigers game, and it showed as they
recovered from their mauling at Tile Hill the previous week to claim a scalp of their own as former
Champions Hawks had no answer to the power play and dexterity of Wiggan and the Tamworth
side.

Having recovered from his thigh injury, the scoring guard did not let his coach down as he
plundered 20 points to complement the 22 by Wayne Reid and 14 from Nigel Fisher. Hawks were
down early on and never got going. They were 44-29 adrift at the half, and despite a sterling 27
from Alex Birch, they could not make up the ground they had lost in the opening minutes.

GAC sent their men to Onley and robbed the Outlaws of the points with a spirited 80-64 victory,
while Tile Hill Trojans did the same to Warwick University — Trojans coming from well back to
take the spoils 70-60.

Nuneaton kept up their impressive run with a hard fought victory over the veterans of Tile Hill 3,
Knights coming top with a 46-27 result. They were 30-8 ahead at halftime but lost the initiative in
the second but had enough in the bank to come home. There was no joy for Trojans 2 either as they
were crushed by rampant Woodway Nuggets 110-47 as Nuggets hit the Division’s highest score of
the season. Westwood beat Stratford for the second time in two weeks, but unlike the first meeting
between the two, it was a lot closer as Rhinos won 68-63, and 63 was the winning total chalked up
by Arden Griffins as they travelled to RC Rebels and headed their hosts 63-54.

Ernesford Eagles played a canny game to tame Warwick Juniors 57-49, to keep their challenge for
honours alive. There is little to choose between the top six in the division, but Nuneaton look cool
at the top with the season almost half-way through.
